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Installation Instructions: 

 

1. Shift vehicle transmission into “PARK”. Turn key 

to “OFF” position and remove from vehicle. 

2. Remove the four lower screws at bottom of front 

bumper. (See illustration 1-1). Note, 85715 fits 

with Bull Bumper and HD Front Bumper. 

3. Loosen the front bumper upper mounting screws 

(two on each side), leaving the top screws in the 

bumper, so the assembly can be rotated up and 

out providing access to insert the hitch, from   

underneath the bumper. Save the upper bolts in 

place to tighten at later step. (See illustrations
